Hospital Cemetery  

Reclamation Project 

At this yearôs Walk, 

we will also be honoring and 

remembering those patients 

that were buried in the Toledo 

State Hospital Cemeteries.  

The two cemeteries were in 

active use for an 85-year peri-

od, from 1888-1973.  A com-

mittee called the Toledo State 

Hospital Cemetery Project        

Committee, under the umbrel-

la of NAMI, has been working 

diligently since 2005 to restore 

dignity to those patients buried 

there and to reunite family 

members with their ancestors. 

 

During this yearôs Walk, we 

ask each participant to pick up 

a white flag at registration and 

as they walk by the New Cem-

etery, which will be on the 

course of the walk, to please 

place the flag at a grave-site.  

Over 1,000 people were buried 

at this cemetery. 

 

Having over 1,000 flags wav-

ing in the cemetery will be a 

great visual to remind us of 

those souls who are ñForgotten 

No Moreò!  Thank you for 

participating in the Walk and     

this moving event.
